As you can see, it is an overwhelmingly positive survey which we
are proud to have achieved.

The most positive responses are highlighted on the table and
reflect the positive responses we received from both parents,
pupils and staff alike. As we all know, children are best able to
learn when they feel safe and happy; we have certainly got
strong foundations in place for this here.

Q11 highlights that 26 out of 123 families (21%) were not happy
with the information they received on their child’s progress.
Prior to Parents’ Evening, we will send home a piece of writing
for each child, in addition to the most recent Maths test. Parents
bring these pieces of work to discuss with the teacher at the
Parents Evening; this helps form understanding about the
progress being made by their child. Books are available to look
at during the Parents’ Evening.
